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Member Profile - David Lazear

 David Lazear grew up on his familyôs 60,000 acre cattle 

ranch in Wyoming. It was like a tiny village of about 30 families 

who where the ranch's employees. The ranch was internationally 

known for raising pure bred Hereford cattle. Buyers came from 

afar for twice-annual cattle sales. 

 David was given his own horse at age five. He liked join-

ing the ranch hands when they were "on the range" on cattle 

round-ups. His childhood playmates were other children living 

on the ranch. During the summer months, 

some of the children on the ranch offered 

ófree ranch toursô, knowing full-well that 

most tourists would tip them well after the 

tour. 

 The ranch children rode a school 

bus to Cheyenne, seven miles away. 

David was not popular in school. ñI was 

the last chosen for sports teams.ò His 

popularity rose in junior high and in high 

school when he became president of the 

óYouth for Christô (YFC) club. ñEveryone 

looked up to me as the model Christian.ò  

 David did not understand his developing attraction for 

other boys, but knew he enjoyed the group showers after gym 

class! 

 Back home Davidôs parents did not tolerate smoking, 

drinking, or conversation about sex. One parent handed him a 

sex ed book, Suzieôs Babies about hamsters having a family. 

That was his sex education. 

 ñIn junior high and high school David had lots of friends 

from the YFC club.ò He became proficient playing clarinet, bas-

soon, and piano and played bassoon in the Cheyenne Symphony 

Orchestra while in high school. 

 David attended Wheaton College in Wheaton, IL, a pres-

tigious school among evangelicals, known for it's most famous 

alumni, Billy Graham. ñI studied sociology and philosophy. Sur-

prisingly, the college encouraged students to examine their faith. 

Through self-questioning my childhood faith fell apart."

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 After graduation, despite doubts about his faith, David at-

tended McCormick Theological Seminary, then in Lincoln Park, 

and was ordained as a Presbyterian minister. 

 Lazear never headed a congregation; however, he joined the 

Ecumenical Institute/Institute of Cultural Affairs where he was the 

Director of Research and Training. In this capacity he conducted 

seminars for laymen and clergy on the "new theology" and human 

development. The goal of these seminars was to get local churches 

more actively involved in caring for the human needs in their com-

munities. 

 Davidôs interest in and commitment to aiding human devel-

opment has taken him around the world. David lived in Korea, 

Zambia, India, Venezuela, and Italy. He also visited 17 other coun-

tries to conduct international training institutes. 

 David did not yet understand being gay as an orientation, 

although his attraction to men continued to grow. He was now mar-

ried with two daughters; nevertheless, he would buy gay maga-

zines. At age forty, a close friend gave David several books about 

being gay. In reading these books he more fully understood the 

strong feelingS he had for the same sex. 

 In his mid-40s David decided it was time to come out and 

stop living a double life. As a coming out ritual, he visited the first 

showing of the AIDS Quilt at Navy Pier.  

 Reflecting on his seventeen year marriage he said ñI donôt 

regret getting married. It took this to help me really figure who I 

am. And I have two wonderful daughters and a bunch of grandchil-

dren!ò 

  In 1988 David joined Earl Weltherôs group, "Men Nurturing 

Men", a rap group for gay men, many who were formerly married. 

During his first time attending the group he met his partner, Jim 

Reedy. David sensed that they had much in common ï both having 

been married for almost 20 years and both having two children 

about the same ages. Shortly thereafter he phoned Jim at home one 

evening and asked to meet. Jim answered, ñIôm in the middle of 

defrosting my fridge, but come on over.ò That chat started their 22 

year relationship. 

 David came out to his two daughters, ages 13 and 14, three 

months later. They were upset, not by the fact that their father was 

gay, but that David had not trusted them enough to tell them 

sooner.  

 Coming out to his parents proved more difficult. They 

firmly believed that sexual orientation was a matter of choice and 

was condemned by the Bible. For a couple of years they more or 

less cut him off. Two siblings also cut him off, although his brother 

called a year or so later to apologize and reunite. 

  David's parents eventually began to tolerate David's sexual 

orientation and his partnership with Jim and agreed that they could 

come for a visit. Over years his parents and siblings began to 

"warm-up" to Jim and even showed affection for him.
